= Whilst the Royal Thai Government is working to ensure that both Suvarnabhumi
International Airport and Don Muang Airport resume normal operation, the
concerned agencies are coordinating with tourist agents, airlines and other
agencies to accommodate foreign nationals, particularly those in transit.

= Further measures to assist foreign tourists and alleviate inconvenience and
difficulties caused by the closure of the two airports include possible transfer via
other airports and assistance on accommodation.

= The Ministry of Foreign Affairs has set up an Emergency Coordination Centre to
assist foreigners in Thailand who need to contact their embassies and consulates.
